Princeton Soccer Association Refund Policy

It is the policy of Princeton Soccer Association that if a player in any of our programs or teams accepts the offer to play on a given team, the fee is non-refundable.  Princeton Soccer Association is a not for profit corporation that meets its obligations through collected registration fees.  As a player, when an offer is made and accepted a contract is created that the organization relies on.  As a sports organization, when the offer is accepted, every effort is made to form the team to provide the opportunity to play soccer. When a team is formed through the acceptances of players, PSA must make commitments to leagues, coaches and field rentals to ensure that the team can play.  This requires an upfront capital outlay upon the formation of a team in any one of our programs.  When the organization contracts and commits to a league or program it becomes obligated, by contract, to pay many fees, and costs, and these costs to the organization are not refundable.  

Full refunds are given in the situation where a team does not form due to an insufficient number of players, or other reasons beyond the control of the organization.  
The only exception to this policy is for when there is a demonstrated personal, medical or financial hardship that arises after one has committed to the team or program.  These hardship applications will be handled on an individual basis by the organization.
